Key Stage 1
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Your World, My World (Oxfam)
Your World, My World  allows you to bring four new 'friends' into the classroom to help lower primary pupils explore aspects of their own lives. The four 'friends' are from Ethiopia, India, Brazil and Russia, but they have many similarities and connections with children in the UK. Looking at their lives will enable you to bring a global perspective to exploring issues such as 'myself', 'helping out', and 'caring and sharing' which are central to the PSE curriculum. Includes 24 full-colour A4 photo-cards, teacher's guide with background information and photocopiable activity sheets and an A1 poster map. The worksheets and poster come in English and Welsh.

We the World (Survival)

An activity pack for 8 to 12 year olds specially developed to teach global citizenship through the lives and experiences of three tribal children from Brazil, Congo and Siberia. 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Global School Partnerships Starter Grants
